Campers who choose a combination club 
will spend half a day in each activity.  To ensure that we have adequate staffing, we will not 
able to mix and match combination club choices.  Full day clubs run from 9:00 a.m. to 4:00 
p.m.  Combination clubs run from 9:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. and 1:00 p.m. to 4:00 p.m.  All 
Elementary campers will have a 12:00-1:00 lunch and recess in addition to morning and 
afternoon recess breaks.  Some clubs may include field trips.

Outdoor Games & World in Motion Campers will spend an active half day enjoying a 
variety of fun outdoor games and half a day experimenting with scientific principles 
related to motion (based on a curriculum developed by Boeing). 
 
Shadow Boxes & Theater Games Boys and girls will enjoy learning how to create 
display boxes for special objects and photos.  The other half of the day will be spent 
learning to play fun, interactive games created for actors and actresses.

Full Day Club: Animal Adventure Campers in this full day club will learn all about endangered 
animals, their habitats, and how we can help protect them.

Cooking & Soccer Campers will spend half days in the kitchen making delicious treats and 
half of the day on the soccer field scrimmaging and developing teamwork skills.
